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Many modifications were made in the Rolland plant to enable it to face the ever 
increasing international competition.  Aerated ponds were built to clarify the water used 
to manufacture paper and a calender and a dosing press were integrated into machine 
#8 in order to add an additional treatment on the surface of the paper.  In 2004, a new 
boiler that produced steam was installed.  It is powered with biogas which comes from 
the decomposition of waste from a landfill site. Cascades is the first North American 
paper manufacturer to use local and renewable energy for most of the thermal needs of 
the mill.  
 
The Board of Directors was abolished in the year 2000 and the name of Rolland inc., 
Groupe Cascades was changed to Cascades Fine Papers Group Inc. in 2002.   
Rolland’s brand name remains, however, and it still carries a certain prestige as well as 
the standard of quality of its paper.  The plant, henceforth called Rolland division, still 
manufactures today Superfine Linen Record, a 100% cotton paper that was produced for 
the first time in October 1883.  In 2007, the specialties of the plant are security paper, 
with which the prestigious Canadian passports are made, and the 100% post-consumer 
paper, manufactured totally from the urban forest, that is, the recycling bins. 
 
Today we are celebrating our 
125 years with pride.  Very few 
companies in Canada have as 
much experience and have been 
built because of great family 
stories.  There is a real wealth 
here, since many families of 
employees will have surpassed 
in seniority the 125 year 
anniversary.  Over 75 such 
retirees have been listed by 
Gilbert Corbeil from the 
Association of Rolland Retirees.  
Since 1997, this group has more 
than 100 members who meet at 
the House of Retirees.  The material and the land required to build it was provided by the 
company, but the house was built by and for the retirees.  Since 1987, the company also 
set up, to show their appreciation to employees who have given 25 years of service, the 
“Club Quart de siècle Rolland (The Rolland Quarter of a Century Club).”  Daniel Rolland, 
5th generation of the Rolland family, son of Lantier and last representative of the Rolland 
family in the company, retired on November 1, 2001.  The company will have had about 
20 family members of the Rolland family who will have totalled more than 700 years of 
involvement!    
That is why la Rolland is a great story about families dating back to 1882.  
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
